Exchange or on any other stock exchange on which the shares or securities of the
Company may be listed and is recognised by the Securities and Futures
Commission of Hong Kong and the Stock Exchange for this purpose, subject to
and in accordance with all applicable laws and/or the requirements of the GEM
Listing Rules or of any other stock exchange as amended from time to time, be
and is hereby generally and unconditionally approved;

(b) the aggregate number of the shares of all classes and securities which carry a
right to subscribe or purchase shares issued directly or indirectly by the
Company which may be purchased or repurchased by the Company pursuant to
the approval in paragraph (a) above shall not exceed 10% of the total number of
shares of the Company in issue at the date of the passing of this resolution, and
the said approval shall be limited accordingly; and

(c) for the purpose of this resolution:

“Relevant Period” means the period from the passing of this resolution until
whichever is the earliest of:

(i) the conclusion of the next annual general meeting of the Company;

(ii) the expiration of the period within which the next annual general meeting of
the Company is required by the memorandum of association and the articles
